Holding of local inquiries and other hearings by appointed person

13 (1) Where the appointed person considers it necessary or expedient to do so, the
appointed person may hold a local inquiry or other hearing in connection with the
consideration of an objection under this Schedule.

(2) Subject to sub-paragraph (3), the costs of a local inquiry or other hearing held under
this paragraph are to be defrayed by the Secretary of State.

(3) Subsections (2) to (5) of section 250 of the Local Government Act 1972 (local
inquiries: evidence and costs) apply to local inquiries or other hearings held under
this Schedule by the appointed person as they apply to inquiries caused to be held
under that section by a Minister, but as if—

(a) insubsection (2) (evidence) the reference to the person appointed to hold the
inquiry were a reference to the appointed person,
(b) in subsection (4) (recovery of costs of holding the inquiry)—
(i) references to the Minister causing the inquiry to be held were
references to the appointed person, and
(i) references to a local authority were references to Natural England,
and
(c) in subsection (5) (orders as to the costs of the parties) the reference to the
Minister causing the inquiry to be held were a reference to the appointed
person. |
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
