CHAPTER 31

INCLOSURE ACT 1857

Fences may be dispensed with.

Allotments, until fenced, to be deemed a regulated pasture.

Notices and claims may be sent by post, or left at usual place of abode.
Exchanges of land by railway and other companies.

Exchange of lands in which Her Majesty is interested in reversion.
Indefeasible title and priority and recovery of rentcharges.

Rentcharge to go with the land the deficiency in value whereof it
compensates.

Protecting from nuisances town and village greens and allotments for
exercise and recreation.

Power to Commissioners to review instructions given under 8 & 9 Vict.
c. 118. s. 34. as to appropriation of allotments for sites of schools, &c.
Act deemed part of “The Acts for the Inclosure, &c. of Land.”
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
