11 Power to refuse the Registry of any Transfer which is imperfect.

In all Cases where a Transfer or Devolution of any Gale or Lease as aforesaid has
been or shall have been effected, or has taken or shall have taken place by Will or
Descent, or in any other Manner than by a Deed requiring Registration under the
said Act, the Gaveller or Deputy Gaveller shall be at liberty to refuse to register
any subsequent Transfer thereof, unless the Deed effecting such subsequent Transfer
contained a Recital of the Circumstances under which such unregistered Transfer or
Devolution took place.
