31 For enrolment of deeds relating to lands, &c. in England and Wales.

It shall be lawful for the said principal officers to cause all or any deeds, decrees,
evidences, or writings, or other instruments whatsoever, relating to any messuages,
buildings, castles, forts, lines, or other fortifications, manors, lands, tenements, or
hereditaments, in England or Wales, now or hereafter vested in the said principal
officers, to be enrolled in the office of the Remembrancer of Her Majesty’s Court of
Exchequer, or in the High Court of Chancery; and such fees shall be paid for such
enrolment as the Treasury shall from time to time appoint, not exceeding such fees as
have been used and accustomed to be taken.
