2. Schedule 2 to the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 (which, as amended(1), specifies the drugs which
are subject to control under that Act) shall be amended by the insertion —

(a) in paragraph 1 of Part I of that Schedule —
(i) after the word “2,5-Dimethoxy-α,4-dimethylphenethylamine”, of the word “N-

Hydroxy-tenamphetamine”, and
(ii) after the word “2-Methyl-3-morpholino-1,1-diphenylpropanecarboxylic acid”, of

the word “4-Methyl-aminorex”;
(b) in paragraph 1 of Part III of that Schedule, after the word “Methyprylone”, of the word

“Midazolam”.
