1992 and shall come into force on 4th April 1993.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Order)

This Order amends the Estate Agents (Specified Offences) (No. 2) Order 1991 by adding further
offences to the offences specified by that Order for the purposes of section 3 of the Estate Agents
Act 1979.

These are offences under section 1 of the Property Misdescriptions Act 1991 relating to the
misdescription of property in the course of estate agency or property development business.
