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SCHEDULE 5

PROHIBITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS BY THE DIRECTOR

Appeals

5. Section 41 of the Consumer Credit Act(1) (appeals to the Secretary of State) shall have effect
as if—

(a) the following determinations were mentioned in column 1 of the table set out at the end
of that section, namely—

(i) imposition of a prohibition or restriction or the variation of a restriction; and
(i) refusal of an application for the revocation of a prohibition or restriction; and

(b) the European institution concerned were mentioned in column 2 of that table in relation
to those determinations.
