EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Order)
This Order makes modifications to subordinate legislation in consequence of the enactment of the
Gas Act 1995. Article 2 amends the subordinate legislation in the manner set out in the Schedule,

generally so as to substitute references to a public gas transporter within the meaning of Part I of the
Gas Act 1986 for references (directly or indirectly) to a public gas supplier or British Gas plc.
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
