PART IV
PRELIMINARY PROCEEDINGS

Substance of a hearing for directions

27.—(1)  The parties to the proceedings shall address the judge advocate at the hearing for
directions on such of the matters contained in Schedule 4 to these Rules as are indicated in the notice
convening the hearing.

(2)  Paragraph (1) above is without prejudice to the right of the judge advocate or any party to the
proceedings to raise at the hearing for directions any other matter.

(3)  The judge advocate may at a hearing for directions make such directions as appear to him to
be necessary to secure the proper and efficient trial of the case.

(4)  Subject to rule 28 below, the court administration officer shall serve a copy of the record of the
hearing for directions on the judge advocate, the prosecutor and the accused before the court-martial.
