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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Order)

This Order amends the Transport Act 2000 (Commencement No. 8 and Transitional
Provisions) Order 2002 by substituting, for references to the repeal of certain provisions of the
Road Traffic Act 1988 and the Road Traffic (Driver Licensing and Information Systems) Act
1989, references to the repeal of provisions in sections 130 (revocation of trainee instructor’s
licences) and 131(5) (appeals against decisions of the Registrar of Approved Driving
Instructors) of the Road Traffic Act 1988. Those repeals are brought into force on 1st April
2002.
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
