(8) Section 41(3) of the Interpretation Act (Northern Ireland) 1954 applies for the
purposes of subsection (7) in relation to the laying of a draft as it applies in relation to the
laying of a statutory document under an enactment.

(9) Subsection (7) does not apply to the making by the Department of Justice of—

(a) an order under section 177 which does not contain any provision amending or
repealing any provision of an Act;

(b) an order under section 182;

and an order within paragraph (a) above made by the Department of Justice is subject to
negative resolution (within the meaning of section 41(6) of the Interpretation Act (Northern
Ireland) 1954(5)).”
