7. In its application by virtue of regulations 3 to 5 and paragraph 2, 11 or 26 of the Schedule,
section 101(2) of the Local Government Act 1972 M1 shall have effect as if it read—

“(2)  Subject to paragraph 27(1) of Schedule 6 to the Police Reform and Social
Responsibility Act 2011 (exercise of special functions), a police and crime panel may
arrange for the discharge of any of its functions by a sub-committee of the panel or by
an officer of any local authority in the police area, and where functions of the panel are
discharged by a sub-committee, then, unless the panel directs otherwise, the sub-committee
may arrange for the discharge of any of those functions by an officer of any of the local
authorities in the police area.”.
