PART 6
PROTECTIVE PROVISIONS

Statutory undertakers, etc.

56. The provisions of Schedule 9 (provisions relating to statutory undertakers, etc.) have effect.

Minerals

57. Nothing in this Order affects the right of any person entitled to any mine or minerals of any
description whatsoever under a street along which the transport systems are laid to work the mine
or get the minerals; but this does not affect any liability (whether civil or criminal) of the person so
entitled in respect of damage to the transport systems resulting from the exercise of any such right.

Saving for highway authorities

58. Nothing in this Order affects any power of a highway authority to widen, alter, divert or
improve any highway along which the authorised transport systems are constructed.

For protection of electricity, gas, water and sewerage undertakers

59. The provisions of Schedule 10 (for protection of electricity, gas, water and sewerage
undertakers) have effect.

For protection of railway interests

60. The provisions of Schedule 11 (for protection of railway interests) have effect.
