Petition by a contributory or a relevant office-holder

Petition presented by a relevant office-holder

7.27.—(1)  A petition by a relevant office-holder must be expressed to be the petition of the
company by the office-holder.

(2)  The petition must contain the particulars required by rule 7.26 (other than paragraph (1)(j)
and (k) and the following (as applicable)—

(a) identification details for the office-holder;
(b) the full name of the court or hearing centre in which the proceedings are being conducted

or where documents relating to the proceedings are filed;
(c) the court case number;
(d) the date the insolvency proceedings in respect of which the office-holder holds office

commenced; and
(e) where the office-holder is an administrator, an application under paragraph 79(1) of

Schedule B1, requesting that the appointment of the administrator should cease to have
effect.
