Permission to act as a director, etc.

Court’s order on application

9.27.—(1) If the court grants the application for permission under section 11 of the Company
Directors Disqualification Act 1986, its order must specify that which by virtue of the order the
applicant has permission to do.

(2) The court may at the same time, having regard to any representations made by the official
receiver on the hearing of the application, exercise in relation to the moratorium period or the
debt relief order to which the applicant for permission is subject, any power which it has under
section 251M.

(3) Whether or not the application is granted, copies of the order must be delivered by the court
to the applicant and the official receiver.
