Transitory provisions regarding functions of the Interception of Communications
Commissioner

4. From 1st September 2017 until the repeal of Chapter 1 of Part 1 of RIPA by paragraph 45 of
Schedule 10 to the 2016 Act is fully in force, the references to the Interception of Communications
Commissioner in sections 1(1A) (unlawful interception), 12(11)(c) (maintenance of interception
capability)(1), 15(4)(c) (general safeguards) and 19(9) (offence for unauthorised disclosures)(2) of,
and paragraph 1 of Schedule A1 to, RIPA are to be read as references to the Investigatory Powers
Commissioner(3).
