6. The repeal of section 4 (increase of powers of European Parliament) of the 2008 Act, which
approved matters in accordance with the requirements of section 12 (ratification of treaties) of the
European Parliamentary Elections Act 2002 M, has no effect on the validity of anything done in
relation to the matters approved.

Approvals and exemptions under the 2011 Act

8. The repeal of the 2011 Act and of the Acts, or provisions of Acts, approving matters in
accordance with the requirements of the 2011 Act have no effect on the validity of anything done
or omitted to be done in relation to matters approved by Parliament in accordance with the 2011
Act (whether those matters were approved of by an Act or otherwise approved) or anything done or
omitted to be done in relation to matters subject to an exemption under the 2011 Act.
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
