Citation and extent

1.—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Subsidy Control Act 2022 (Commencement)
Regulations 2022.

(2) These Regulations extend to England and Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland.

Commencement

2. The Subsidy Control Act 2022 comes into force on 4th January 2023 insofar as it is not
already in force.

These Regulations bring into force those provisions of the Subsidy Control Act 2022 (c. 23) which
are not already in force.

The following provisions of the Act were brought into force on the day on which it was passed by
virtue of section 91(1) of the Act—

(a) Partl;

(b) any power to make regulations under Part 2, 3 or 4 or Chapter 1 of Part 6;

(c) Parté.
