PART 1

Introductory

Citation, commencement and extent

Board being renamed to NHS England (see section 1 of the 2022 Act).

Part 3 makes amendments which are consequential on the establishment of integrated care boards
and the abolition of clinical commissioning groups (see section 19 of the 2022 Act).
