The Education (Variation of Admission
Arrangements) (Wales) Regulations 2006

Variation of admission arrangements

3.—(1)  This regulation prescribes for the purposes of section 89(8)(e) the circumstances in which
an admission authority, having determined the admission arrangements which are to apply for a
particular school year, may (in addition to the circumstances set out in section 89(5)) vary those
arrangements.

(2)  An admission authority may vary an admission number where such variation is necessary to
implement statutory proposals where—

(a) the proposals have been approved under paragraph 8 of Schedule 6; or
(b) the body or promoters who published the proposals have determined under paragraph 9

of that Schedule to implement the proposals.
(3)  The requirements of section 89(5) to (7) (proposed variation of admission arrangements in

view of a major change of circumstances) do not apply to a proposed variation under paragraph (2).
